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Watt's idea for a separate condenser improved the efficiency of steam engines and

brought about the industrial revolution, changing the course of history forever. Watt
realised the importance of latent heat, the “hidden” heat and power in steam which
today powers global processes and industry.

The concert was organised by the Institution of Engineers and Ship Builders in
Scotland (IESIS) and The Strathchamber Trust and featured the Strathclyde
University Chamber Choir and their guests, Icelandic Choir Selkérinn. The
programme included a wide range of songs from Scotland and Iceland over the last
250 years and celebrated the effect which the industrialisation of Glasgow had on the
musical life of the city, in particular through the world-renowned Orpheus Choir.
